I understand that upon payment of this fee, the EV charging 
stations are available for my use; that EV charging is limited to 4 hours per session; and that each EV must have its 
own permit.  I understand that my permit is only valid for 12 months, and that I am required to renew my permit 
after that.  I also understand that the College’s first priority is to serve its students, faculty, and staff, and that the 
availability of charging stations will vary.  Additionally, availability may be limited if the College is not in session.
